The seven most important components needed to 

keep someone from going back to prison or jail are:  

¾  Information â such as what HRHçs Web Site or 2-1-1 has to offer 
Å The Inmate / ExOffender or someone working with them, such as a; case worker,  

family member, parole & probation officer, pastor, etc., must have access to 
information on the internet both before and after they get out so they can identify  
the remaining components they will need to make a successful reentry. 

¾ Housing - A place to go, and come home to 
ÅWith family members, shelters, transitional or other supportive type housing 

¾ Professional Support - Counseling and/or Treatment for - 
ÅSubstance abuse, medical problems, mental health & anger management, 

self esteem & character building, and sometimes legal, etc. 
¾ Family and/or Mentor Support (faith or community based) - 
ÅRelationships - Everyone needs someone they can depend on, and talk to. 
ÅAsk for a mentor & call upon family members, friends & your church for help  

¾ Jobs - Full or part time 
ÅTraining, retraining, continuing education & placement for better paying jobs 

¾ Transportation - 
ÅBus passes, used autos, gas money, share ride programs 

¾ Basis needs stuff like - 
ÅFood, clothes, hygiene items, medicine, mailing address, email service, 

a cell phone, drivers license or state ID, Social Security Card, etc.
